This may impact traffic flow in the 
surrounding area. Vehicles collecting mulch will enter via Sturdee Street then exit via Argyle Avenue Chelsea, local roads 
might be affected.  
 
Residents will have access to their property maintained at all times. We apologise for any inconvenience caused 
throughout the event and will minimise noise disruption wherever possible, while maintaining safety.
